Snowfall : Evening of December 17 
Aéroports de Paris advises passengers whose flights have not been confirmed to not go to the airport this evening
Snowfall has been disrupting air traffic at Parisian airports almost continuously since this morning, and should continue this evening and tonight.

For security reasons, the French Civil Aviation Authority (DGAC) has reduced airlines flight programs consequently, which causes delays and cancellations.

At this hour, average arrivals and departures delays are two hours at Paris-Charles de Gaulle and one hour at Paris-Orly.

Aéroports de Paris advises again passengers to contact their airline to check if their flight has not been cancelled. In case the flight is cancelled, Aéroports de Paris invites passengers to not go to the airport.
Aéroports de Paris, the French Civil Aviation Authority and airlines are working jointly to manage the situation at best.
